We would like to thank you for sharing your time with us and we are confident you will have the opportunity to learn and have a close view of Aquaponic farming, we would also take the opportunity to say that on our farm we also manage a fruit orchard, bee hives, landscaping work and general system maintenance.
As you can imagine we have a broad range of daily duties that needs to be undertaken and while we can assure you that you will have a great experience we can not guarantee that you will be spending time only and exclusively on the Aquaponic system the whole day.
We prefer long term volunteer on the farm with a minimum stay of 1 month, sometimes depending upon availability we consider application for shorter period.

Before we can confirm acceptance of your application we need to have a skype/telephone call with you as a way of introducing each other.

Farm volunteers/internship are expected to work a total of 40 weekly hours over 5 days, working days vary each week and a rota system is in place, working hours change seasonally and normally vary between 8:00 am and 7:00 pm, if you have any particular request dates/time must be agreed on a minimum of one-week notice, please notify immediately if there are any changes.

There is 30 min Lunch break and two 15 min tea/coffee break every day. 
We will ask you to provide us with a list of food ingredients of preferred choice three days in advance, this should cover for breakfast and dinners of at least 4 days.

On working days, you will have lunch with us and should you need anything last minute there are village shops just 3 miles away that closes at 8pm.
The nearest Gastro Pub is located 100 meters from the farm.
We provide onsite Camper accommodation with cooking facility, hot water, shower, TV, Bluetooth speakers, radio-alarm, fridge/freezer, heater, cutlery, cooking utensils and all other commodities included, we ask you to bring your own bath towel if possible.

Once a week you can use our washing machine to clean your clothes, bed sheets, bath towel etc..
The caravan is in good working order and professionally cleaned before your arrival, we expect you to leave it as you fund it, it will be a charge of £50 if caravan will be not clean up to standards.
You will be shown inside the caravan and ask to inspect every parts and accessory and will do the same final inspection before your departure.

During your stay you will be handed a bicycle to freely move around and 

hopefully explore the surrounding Somerset Wonders on your days off (Cheddar, Glastonbury, Brean, Mendip Hills, Severn River, Wetland Levels)
On arrival we need to take a copy of your ID then you will be given a farm orientation and be asked to sign our confidentiality agreement and a liability disclaim agreement.

You will be required to use health/safety protection equipment for farm work and it’s your responsibility to keep you waterproof fishing/gutting equipment sterilised and clean at the end of its use.
We must kind ask at arrival for a deposit of £100 to cover for the very unlikely event of damages or loss to property, this will be return to you on departure once asses that everything has been left in good condition. 
When possible and in most cases, we’ll pick you up from the airport on the day of arrival and drop you back on the day of departure.

For this reason, we ask to provide flights detail upon booking confirmation to accommodates and allow for this extra free service.    

While we are confident that we will both have a positive experience, we reserve the right to end your stay on site if:
-the agreement is broken

-mutual benefit relationship not working out 
-difficulties arise due to communicational barrier 
-gross misconduct  
-lack of responsibility
We do not tolerate state of drunkenness on the premises or to be under the influence of drugs as well as a no smoking policy apply in the caravan or near the premises, there is an allocated smoker’s green area outside the farm gate. (butts in the bin!)
For Biosecurity reason, we cannot allow pets of any kind or overnight visitors on site.
